Work of the West: We will be starting the work of the West where we will learn the Shaman’s journey beyond fear and death. We will also work on developing our skills as trackers in learning the extraction process. You will need to bring a crystal for the extraction work. The crystal needs to be large enough to get a good hand hold and be optically clear without inclusions or cracks. A double terminated crystal is preferable. The number of facets or sides is not significant.

Also please bring three stones for your West mesa; one red, one yellow, and one black. Remember to wear comfortable clothes, bring your mesa, and your rattle and a drum if you have one. We will be having nights of ceremony and receiving one more transmission. Again, it is customary to gift the person giving this transmission with a small token of your appreciation.

Remember to bring the three written case studies of your illuminations to turn in.
